Human Scavenger Hunt

Needed: Google Docs, set up a Discussion Board/Document where students can introduce themselves and post link to the completed scavenger hunt.

Goal: Get to know each other

· Tell students to create an initial introductory discussion post in which they tell you and their classmates a bit about themselves (e.g., what they hope to learn in this course and how it might help their career goals, etc)
· Tell students to review their classmates’ introductory discussion posts
· Tell students to complete a Human Scavenger doc. For example:
Ariane Hoekstra is studying…
Eva Haug has experience in working in…
Mitchell Knoppel is interested in…

· The first one to submit the worksheet will be rewarded (we can think about this) 
· Tell students to post the link (completed worksheet) to the shared Scavenger Hunt google doc along with a few thoughts about how they liked the activity and what they learned about their classmates through it.


Group Resume

Needed: Google Docs
Goal: Create a group resume highlighting the teams combined talents and experiences (can be related specifically to the COIL project)
· Provide the groups with a link to the Group Resume google doc.
· Tell students to use the Group Resume google doc to work together to create a team resume. The resume should include information that highlights the experience and talents of your members.
· Tell students to post the link to the Group Resume google doc in the Group Resume discussion forum.
· Tell students to review the Group Resumes created by their peers and use the discussion forum to comment on the accomplishments of their peers


Really Getting Acquainted

· Randomly assign people a partner (or to a group with x number of other people) in the class, using 
· Supply some questions that the partners can use to interview each other.
· Ask students to take 30 minutes to get to know their partners. They can do this via Skype, phone, or Google Hangout
